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ADDENDUM TO THE ARMY SNOWBOARDING ASSOCIATION (ASBA) SAFETY & GOVERNANCE DIRECTIVE

ASBA Safety & Governance Directive dated 1 Oct 12.
1. Background.  Ref A was released in Oct however a few observations with respect to its content have been made and this Addendum will update the Directive until it is re-issued for the 2013/14 season.

2. Amendments.  The following paragraphs in Ref A should be replaced as follows:

a. Para 6a, Helmets and goggles.  Helmets and goggles are to be CE approved and must be worn for all events.  They must be inspected for wear and tear at the beginning of each event and for damage following any impact.  In this case formal consideration should be given to replacement.

b. Para 8a, Homologation.  With immediate effect (2012/2013 season)
 the benchmark for piste selection and competition use is that it is homologated to at least the national level.  Without this level of certification Event Committees cannot be satisfied that piste design and layout (including in-place safety features) will meet the minimum requirements for safe racing.  In the event that non-homologated pistes are used the Event Jury must complete a Resort Specific Risk Assessment (see para 9b below) and implement any necessary additional safety recommendations, course setting and slope technical preparation.
